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“It seems like my three children have their woes all at this one same time, and I would like some 
Astrological direction on what is in store for them.” 

Adam, my lifetime client – I call him this because he was one of the few who came to frequently 
consult me ever since the start of my business at the tender age of 12 years old – sat across from 
me with a forlorn look upon his withered face. The first time I met Adam, he was albeit slightly 
older than myself and was a young man like any other, focused on his studies, love and whatever 
life had in store for him. The one thing I have learnt from dispensing Astrological advice is this: 
problems are the sparks to life challenges, and gives the flavour of excitement, entertainment, 
suffering and overall, wisdom until the end.
