After a year of setting up our family’s 
lunch bar called Brunches in Perth, 
Western Australia, I was feeling a strong 
urge to get back to doing my Astrology 
consultation, which was my practice in 
Singapore before coming over. Here I 
was, out of my comfort zone where no 
one recognized me as an Astrologer, but I 
had to start somewhere or my knowledge 
would become dull from a lack of contact 
with clients. 
 



 
Our family day started at 4.30 am to attend our home needs and at 5.45 am to 
the lunch bar to attend to customers from breakfast to lunch. After all the 
cleaning we are back home by 6.30 pm tired to the bone. There is a saying in the 
food business, “You can die but you can’t get sick.”  
 
My wife Geraldine loves her lunch bar and she is always inventing new dishes to 
be brought in daily. The customers loved her Asian delicacies that she mastered 
growing up in the Malaysian state of Malacca. Our family business thrived on a 
day-to-day basis, enough to meet with payments as they appear but never truly 
getting ahead.  
 
Since I was young I had some experience running a family business, bringing 
forth my experience I decided to open up an Astrology office within our lovely 
Brunches lunch bar, this would allow total flexibility between maintaining the 
lunch bar and also giving me a private office to relish and dwell within my 
Passion for Astrology. 
 
I put a sign on the pathway by the main road and got a few curious people 
popping in to see me. The numbers were small compared to the clients In Asia, 
people had to book months just to get to consult me and here I was a nobody for 
once. Saturn was moving from the 12th house (Endings) to the 1st House (New 
tough beginnings) and I was grounded to new realities.  
 
My son Rodger, whom I trusted with my life, suggested that I put ads in the paper 
and give a day or two on free readings just to keep them coming and test my 
brand of Astrology. He said, “What have you got to lose except time, to which 
you have plenty of?” Jonathan agreed that was a good idea given by Rodger and 
was worth a shot.  
 
Without hesitation, I put ads in the Western Australian, the Quokka and Nova 
magazine for Friday free Readings for 15 minutes per person. The first Friday I 
had customers flooding the lunch bar waiting for free reading and cars parking 
the line down the street. No doubt I was both excited and tired but the lunch bar 
did the best business since our opening. 
 
My ads ran for three weeks and the Friday reading were getting too much for me 
to deal with and I had to call on other people in the same profession to help me 
out with these free services. People in the profession came to my call and we 
had four to five different practices doing the readings.  
 
 
 
 
 
 



The strange thing that happen was that soon people heard of me and asked me 
if they can have private paid readings and on other days so that they don’t have 
to wait in queue and they need more time for their readings. With pleasure, I 
complied and business just flowed in, with people recommending others to seek 
my counsel. 
 
Even the best of Astrologers have their down time and will inevitably need others 
to show them the way - that is the reality of life. For me, I am lucky to have 
Rodger Rugdee and Jonathan Woon to assist me in my time of need and through 
the years, we have aided one another with our findings and experiences.
